Near the Town of Jefferson, CO (Follow the signs) 

 

There is always a possibility of a fire ban, plan accordingly! If Fire Ban is in effect only Propane or 

Coleman-style stoves and lanterns with positive Shut-off valve will be allowed in Camp. 

 

Best route is from Jefferson, Lost Park road is not paved and very washboard and rough. 

US 285 West from Denver to Park County 77.  Turn left at the Jefferson Store  onto Park 

County 77 and go approx. 8 miles to Park County (Forest Service) Road 39. Turn left and  

follow signs to Rendezvous Site. 

US 24 West from Colo. Springs to Park County 77 (Tarryall Road). Turn right and drive ap-

pox. 34.4 miles to Forest Service Road 39.  Turn right on Park County (Forest Service) Road 

39 and follow the signs to the Rendezvous Site.
